Corresponding Secretary report was given by Mary Menozi. We received a Thank You from Northwest Georgia Li- 
brary, Cleveland Library, Bledsoe County Library and from Paula Steele for the plant.

Legislative Committee report by Jane Price. A report from the Tennessee Federation of Dog Clubs states the new  
Commercial Breeders Bill has had some changes made which has caused the AKC to come out as opposed to this  
bill as it is currently written. Basically the AKC is against the Commissioner of Agriculture being able to come in and  
remove animals. Another bill gives an owner 72 hours to pay the cost of the care of a removed animal or the owner  
loses all rights of ownership. This is not 72 working hours or three working days it is just 72 hours so animals could  
be removed over a 3 day holiday and the owner would lose all rights. Another bill also has areas which would be ap- 
proved of such as increasing penalties for spectators at dog fights. Another bill prohibits breeders from advertising for  
sale or selling animals from a public roadway or on public property.  

Show Committee report by Carlene Gilstrap. We have replacements to cover the open judging position at our show.  
This vacancy will be filled with 4 other judges at little or no cost. Marilyn reported that we will not be using the person  
they had been checking with for the 75th anniversary party due to his not responding to questions in a timely fashion.  

Judges Select Committee report by Marilyn Harban: St. Bernardôs will be having a Specialty on Friday and Supported  
on Sat and Sun. Boxers will have back to back Specialties on Friday and Supported on Sat and Sun. Pembroke Cor- 
gies will have Supported on Sat. and Sun. Dachshund has changed contacts and we are waiting to hear from the  
them. We have not heard from the Bullmastiff Club. Belgian Tervuren Club does not yet have their confirmation.

Also Georgia HB1194 banning the sell  
of cats and dogs less than 8 weeks old.  

Show Committee: Carlene was not present for a report but Marilyn reported on the supported and specialty events to  
be held in conjunction with our show.  
Anna passed around sign up sheets for trophies. All trophies and monies must be in by the first of April. Trophies are  
on track at this time. People were urged to support their breed.
